
4th GRADE HOMEWORK RESPONSIBILITY CONTRACT
This contract ensures that you, the parent/guardian of a student in the fourth grade, are aware that the fourth grade team takes homework very seriously. Homework is the responsibility of every fourth grade student, therefore there will be consequences if it is not consistently complete and on time.
Each time a student misses a homework assignment, a slip will be stapled into his or her planner for you to sign. This homework must be made up. They will have to sit out of recess that day or complete it at home the following night.
If 5 homework assignments have not been complete in one marking period, your child will receive a red notice that must be signed by you and returned to school the following day. After receiving this notice, your child will sit out from recess activities for one week (5 days) to make up missed practice. If your child continues this behavior, he or she will receive a 2nd red notice that must also be signed and returned by you. The consequences for the 2nd  notice differ for each marking period:

First Marking Period ---
Student must surrender all collected punch cards and may not 





participate in the next class prize day.

Second Marking Period ---
Student will surrender all punch cards and sit out during extra 





play time, PAW periods, and other similar activities for the 






remainder of the semester.

Third Marking Period ---
Student will surrender all punch cards and will not be able to 





participate in Field Day 2013.
Please sign and date the contract below to acknowledge that you understand the homework policy in the fourth grade.  The goal is to have your child benefit from the responsibility of homework.  They each must learn that irresponsibility will result in negative consequences.
